Commercial Ceiling panels with HumiGuard® Max
and HumiGuard Plus performance are warranted to
be free from sagging and warping as a result of
defects in materials or factory workmanship for 30
years from the date of installation.

Commercial Ceiling panels with “standard” sag
performance as indicated in the product catalog are
covered by either the Cirrus standard 10-year or the
mineral fiber 1-year limited warranty.

Commercial Ceiling panels with BioBlock® Plus
protection are warranted to be free from the growth
of mold, mildew, and gram positive and gram
negative odor and stain causing bacteria for 30
years from the date of installation. Ceiling panels
treated with BioBlock Plus on the painted surface
contain a mold inhibiting agent that provides broad-
spectrum control for the growth of mold and mildew
over the warranty period. The ceiling panels also
resist the growth of gram positive and gram negative
odor and stain causing bacteria. Armstrong
HumiGuard Plus fiberglass and HumiGuard Max
mineral fiber ceiling panels do not have BioBlock
Plus treatment, but are warranted to be free from the
growth of mold, mildew, and odor and stain causing
bacteria for 30 years from the date of installation
due to the inherent characteristics of the products.

Suspension systems are warranted to be free from
the occurrence of 50% red rust as defined by ASTM
D610 test procedures thirty (30) years from the date
of installation.

One (1) Year Limited Warranty

Armstrong SoundScapes™ Acoustical Canopies are
warranted to be free from defects in materials or
factory workmanship for one (1) year from the date
of installation (except for obvious defects in
materials or workmanship, of which Armstrong must
be notified within 30 days of the date of installation).

What does this warranty not cover?
See General Warranty Conditions for additional
limitations.

These systems cannot be used in exterior
applications, where standing water is present, or
where moisture will come in direct contact with
the product.

Warranty Conditions

Prior to installation, the product must be kept clean
and dry and below 100°F (38°C). The panels can be
damaged by exposure to moisture and by exposure
to high temperatures.

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notified within 30 days of the date of shipment).
This limited warranty is subject to further conditions
listed below. All Armstrong limited warranties are
subject to use under normal conditions. Abnormal
Conditions include exposure to chemical fumes,
vibrations, moisture from conditions such as
building leaks or condensation, excessive humidity,
or excessive dirt or dust buildup

What will Armstrong do?

After an inspection has been conducted by
Armstrong, a written authorization to return must be
issued by Armstrong prior to any return. i-ceilings
Antenna Panels returned and found to be defective,
in Armstrong’s sole judgment, will either be
replaced (replacement products may be
remanufactured or reconditioned devices) or
repaired without charge. The replaced or repaired
i-ceilings Antenna Panel is warranted for the
remainder of the original warranty period.

What does this warranty not cover?
See General Warranty Conditions for additional
limitations.

Damage which may occur from vibrations, fire,
water, chemical fumes, freezing temperature,
accident or any form of abuse, or exposure to
Abnormal Conditions is not covered by this
warranty. If the product is installed in, or subsequent
to installation is exposed to, Abnormal Conditions,
then it may support the growth of mold. The growth
of mold is not covered by this warranty nor is it the
responsibility of Armstrong.

in an other than workmanlike manner. This warranty
also excludes damage to connectors caused by
abnormal use such as subjecting the cables to a
high number of mate/unmate cycles, or incorrectly
attaching to the cables. This warranty is void if the
label bearing the Antenna Panel’s date of
manufacture is removed or defaced.

Warranty Conditions

Installation of the i-ceilings Antenna Panels shall be
carried out where the temperature is between 32°F
(0°C) and 86°F (30°C). These temperature conditions
must be met throughout the lifetime of the warranty.
i-ceilings Antenna Panels cannot be used in exterior
applications.

The replaced or repaired
i-ceilings Speaker Panel is warranted for the
remainder of the original warranty period.
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What does this warranty not cover?

Damage which may occur from vibrations, fire, water,
chemical fumes, freezing temperature, accident or
any form of abuse, or exposure to Abnormal
Conditions is not covered by this warranty. If the
product is installed in, or subsequent to installation is
exposed to, Abnormal Conditions, then it may
support the growth of mold and mildew or otherwise
be damaged.

The Speaker
Panel must not be used to support any other
material except for mineral fiber installed for fire
resistive assembly purposes in the thickness,
density and manner according to Armstrong
specifications.

Warranty Conditions

The panels can be damaged by exposure to
moisture along panel edges and by exposure to high
temperatures. Panel temperature should not exceed
100°F (38°C) after the tensioning cables for Infusions
Canopies have been installed or after panels are
installed in conventional grid systems.

The Infusions Canopy cable hanging system must
not hang from any commercial suspension system.
The canopy product must not be used to support
any other material.
